2 Within Budget?
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Open the Trips Spreadsheet. You will see that columns D and E have already been completed with details of the trips to the Science Museum and the zoo. Choose a local destination for the third trip and research the details required for the green cells. Assume the trips will be leaving from the school. 
2. Rows 18 and 19 on the spreadsheet have been highlighted in pink. Use formulas to calculate the total cost of each trip and the cost per student. 

3. Cell D21 needs to show the combined cost for all 3 trips. Enter a suitable formula in this cell. 

4. An IF statement needs to be entered into cell D22 to indicate whether or not the trips are within budget. If the total cost of the three trips is over £25 a message saying “over budget” should be displayed. If the cost is under £25 the message should say “under budget”. 

5. Use conditional formatting to make the cell change colour depending on whether the trips are under or over budget.
